Tulare County Renaissance Faire Participant Rules


1. Hours of operation: Saturday 10am – 6pm; Sunday 10am – 5pm
2. Pets are allowed, they must be restrained at all times and the owner is responsible for their clean up.  Dogs need a wrist band on their collars.  Pets that are considered to be unruly or dangerous will be required to be removed by its owner.
3. Fires: off ground, with extinguisher readily available, but hidden from view of patrons, certified within a year.  Fire inspector will be on site for inspection between 8am and 9am on Saturday.
4. Main Notes – 9am
5. All vehicles are to be offsite by 9:30am.

6. No actor in mundane clothes shall be visible to the public in the encampments.  Non-period items shall NOT be visible to the public during faire hours.  All actors must be in period costumes!
7. Armbands will be issued to all participants at sign in.  This armband MUST BE WORN ON YOUR PERSON, preferably on your arm, but ankles are acceptable.  IT IS NOT ACCEPTABLE for your armband to be carried in a pouch, pocket, etc.  Anyone on site after hours without an armband will be expelled from the festival grounds.  Carry your photo ID with you at all times, as you may be ‘carded’.  
8. No illegal narcotic substances are allowed on the site.  Anyone with such substances in their possession will be handed over to the proper authorities.  Drunken, unruly or dangerous behavior will result in expulsion from the faire.
9. Participants consent to the use of their names, pictures, images, recorded voice or music, and those of their employees and agents by the faire, etc.

10. Under no circumstances are controlled substances allowed on faire site.  Persons with these substances are subject to immediate expulsion and violators will be reported to the police.

11. No participant shall display any type of drug paraphernalia, overtly sexual items, or items that are illegal in California or anything that might remotely be perceived as such.  

12. Failure to adhere to these rules may result in expulsion.  These rules may be changed at any time without reason, or for any cause.  All rules are subject to change.  In cases of conflict, all decisions made by any member of or the faire board as a whole are final.  Neither the faire board, nor OSRP will be held liable for any losses or damages at the event.
13. No parking in the north lot, this is reserved for faire staff and handicapped patrons only.  

14. When driving on Faire site, please be sure to avoid the brightly painted lids on park grounds and drive slowly to avoid damage to the park.  No vehicles are allowed on site during faire hours.

15. No ice or hay bales will be provided, so please plan accordingly.
